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Viet Nam War. Gary notes 
that all clergy at that time 
were facing these chal-
lenges. He returned over 
and over again to pastoral 
skills honed in seminary, 
with new experiences deep-
ening his knowledge. He 
was especially influenced by 
the Neo-orthodox writings 
of Reinhold Niebuhr, Karl 
Barth, and Emil Brunner 
whose outlooks on the 
problem of evil were pow-
erful in light of the painful 
wartime awareness of the 
limits of the human capacity 

for good.  

Gary frequently welcomes 
to Trinity, church seminary 
students who were doing 
fieldwork internships from 
the Virginia Seminary. He 
encouraged them to take 
on as much responsi-
bility as they were 
prepared to handle. 
In 1973, he received 
an honorary degree 
of Doctor in Divinity 
from the Episcopal 
Seminary of Virginia 
in recognition of his  

pastoral ministry.

The Rev. Dr. Gary Price 
 

The Rev. Dr. Gary Price 
lives with his companion 
golden retriever Donny in 
their home on a wooded 

hillside in Wales, ME. 

He came to live there, with 

its long view west toward 
Sabattus Lake, after many 
years of ministry at Trinity 

Church in Arlington, VA.  

Throughout Gary’s lifetime, 
he has richly balanced pro-
phetic and pastoral commit-
ments. Gary was born in 
1923. His parents made 
their home in Swarthmore, 
PA. As a teenager, Gary 
was active at St. Giles Epis-
copal Church in Upper 
Darby where there was an 
excellent youth group,    
opportunity for participa-
tion in choral programs, and 
clergy who were out-
standing role models. This   
experience was an inspira-
tion for Gary’s vocation in 

the ministry. 

During WWII, two of 
Gary’s three brother went 

into officer training 
school from college and 
the third into the Mer-
chant marine. Taking a 
different path, Gary 
decided to attend Union 
College in Schenectady, NY, 

for a degree in classi-
cal studies. He put 
himself through Un-
ion College during 
the lean 1940’s and 
charted new terri-
tory in the family 
with the news that 
he had a call to the 
m in i s t r y .  A f t e r 
graduation in 1945, 
he went to Virginia 

Seminary, having grown to 
feel deeply at home in his 
mother’s home state during 
summer visits. Following 
the advice of Bishop Oliver 
Hart, Gary undertook an 
accelerated course of stud-
ies and was first ordained 
deacon at St. Giles Church 
in 1947 and priest at St. 
Mary’s Episcopal Church,  

Ardmore, PA. 

Each of the major Episcopal 
seminaries had a particular 
emphasis and at Virginia 
Seminary, students received 
a strong preparation for 
pastoral care and mission. 
This would prove to be 
immensely valuable when, 
as a priest, Gary shep-
herded the congregation of 
Trinity Church in Arlington 
through the volatile years of 
racial desegregation and the

And if Christ not be risen, then our preach-
ing is empty; and your faith is empty.      

(1 Cor. 15:14) 

During the time we have been looking 
at (not always singing) Christian hym-
nody, we have looked at a number of 
people who wrote the poetry that has 
become our familiar and famous hymns. 
One of the most prolific writers 
(words) of hymns was Charles Wesley. 
Charles was the brother of John 
Wesley, the “founder” of Methodism. 
The brothers lived in the early to mid 
eighteenth century. They were part of a 
long line of writers (Charles), transla-
tors (John), and composers (Samuel) in 
the Wesley family. The Wesleys were, 
in addition, great evangelistic preachers. 
Charles, who wrote 6,400 (wow) 
hymns, often said that he “preached” 
through them. The above quote from 
(1 Corinthians 15) was his inspiration 

for this great hymn written in 1739. 

Christ, the Lord, is risen today, Alleluia! 
Sons of men and angels say, Alleluia!  
Raise your joys and triumphs high, Alleluia! 

Sing, ye heavens, and earth reply, Alleluia! 

I imagine that this has been preached 
and proclaimed as much as anything 
else in our body of Christian beliefs. If 
Jesus had not been raised from the 
dead, if it were all a myth or figment of 
the collective imaginations of Matthew, 
Mark, Luke and John, then our faith is 
not worth much. However, if we are 
convinced that Jesus did indeed die and 
rise for us, then we can sing with 
Charles Wesley, “raise your joys and  
triumphs high”. We can live as Easter 
people, in whom the fact of the resur-
rection is part of the joy that frames 

the fabric of our being. 

The joy of Easter, in particular that first 
Easter, is not found in an empty tomb, 
but in the full hearts of those who ex-
perienced the risen Christ. The Resur-
rection was the inspiration for the 

preaching of Peter and Paul and the 
witness of the Apostles. We, as 21st 
century Christians are heirs to the 
legacy of those witnesses. We fall into 
the category of “those who have not 
seen and yet believe” (John 20:29) 
Though it’s harder to do so, we can 
witness to the presence of Christ in 
our midst. That presence is found in 
the joy in the hearts of the healed. 
That presence is clear to those who 
see the face of Christ in the poor, the 
oppressed, the lonely and lost, the 
reach out to love them and help them. 
Being Easter Christians reminds me of 

a somewhat newer hymn…. 

He lives! He lives! Christ Jesus lives today! 
He walks with me; he talks with me along 
life’s narrow way. He lives! He lives!     
Salvation to impart, You ask me how I 
know he lives, he lives within my heart. 
Have a blessed Easter season and truly 

be an Easter person and share the joy!

ECW Meeting April 6th, Come One, Come All

Thank you Gary for being a part of 
our shared experience at St.          

Michael’s. 

In addition to the pastoral and theo-
logical focus at Virginia Seminary, 
Gary continued his studies of the 
Greek New Testament. Reading the 
Bible in the original Greek, deeply 
informed his understanding of the 
Gospel. Nuance variations are pre-
sent between Biblical culture and 
modern western understanding, be-
tween Greek and English. He has 
always maintained awareness of mul-
tiple histories and cultural perspec-
tives, and he has never been tempted 

to accept the text literally. 

Because Arlington was so close to 
Washington, DC, the atmosphere 
was thick with political ideas, emo-
tion and participants. Few people 
were neutral about current events 
and the issues of the day. Many of the 
congregants at Trinity Church were 
actively employed in government or 
at the Pentagon, which was just a half 
mile away. It was not unusual to have 
well known politicians and public 
figures present for services. This was 
both an opportunity and a challenge 
to draw people into deeper under-
standing of and acceptance of one 

another. 

In Arlington, Gary worked to de-
velop a congregation strong enough 
to benefit from change and growth. 
With a team of committed lay lead-
ers, he nurtured a rich congregational 
network of fellowship, study and 
worship. Being pastorally present 
with parishioners through all sorts of 
personal difficulties and transitions 
meant that there was a background 
of trust and deep familiarity. When 
challenges appeared which could have 
divided the congregation, the people 
were instead grounded in ongoing 
fellowship and study of the scrip-
tures. Again and Again, through wars 
and desegregation, this tradition saw 
the community through growing 
pains. Parishioners were tempted to 

leave when Gary invited them to 
accept people of other races as 
brothers and sisters around God’s 
table, but they ended up staying 
because the personal connections 
were so strong. The congregation 
did become racially integrated. It 
also held together people with very 
different perspectives on how patriot-
ism is expressed during times of inter-

national conflict. 

During these years as rector of Trinity 
Parish in Arlington, interdenomina-
tional collegiality was a consistent re-
source for mutual support. The local 
Ministerial Association and the Arling-
ton Council of Churches held regular 
meetings and seasonal study groups. 
When segregationists attempted to 
form private segregated schools, Ar-
lington churches were united in their 
refusal to allow their facilities to be 

used for this purpose. 

He completed his service at Trinity 
and before his retirement in 1986, 
Gary spent ten years as the General 
Secretary of the Evangelical Education 
Society of the Episcopal Church, a 
private organization which, at present, 
helps to fund missioners who are 
reaching out in non-traditional ways. 
This opportunity was a natural expres-
sion of Gary’s commitment to making 
available to others the support which 
he so appreciated during his own 

years of study and ministry. 

Among Gary’s hobbies over the years 
(in addition to reading, fly fishing, and 
music,) has been watercolor painting. 
Favorite subjects include Maine Scenes 
and portraits of his four-legged canine 
friends. As I admired several paintings 
of Maine lighthouses, and of course St. 
Michaels, I considered how in our con-
gregation we become landmarks for 
one another. We are blessed to be 
able to take our bearings from one 
another in conversation, study and 

worship.

In all those years, 
Janet has been involved 
with ushering, reading the 

scriptures, the annual holi-
day fair, and wherever else 

she was needed. 

Before she retired, Janet 
worked for the Department 
of the Army for 10 years, 
the State of Maine for 4 
years, and the University of 

Southern Maine 13 years.  

When asked if she would 
be interested in being the 
Office Administrator for St. 
Michael’s, she said yes and 

sale of possessions and sale 
of animals. Many com-
mented on the fact that, as 
a result, the markets are 
inundated with livestock for 
sale. The net effect of the 
increased supply and the 
collapse of demand from 
Port-au-Prince is that live-
stock prices have plum-
meted. It is interesting to 
note that families report 
selling off possessions be-
fore they sell their stock of 
grain. Many are attempting 
to gain work as day labor-
ers. Charcoal production is 
a typical method for meet-
ing emergency cash needs in 
Haiti, exacerbating the   
already high level of defor-
estation. Finally families are 
modifying their diets,      
replacing more expensive 

foods with less expensive ones. 

Please continue to keep the 
Haitian people, as well as the 
children and staff of Espwa, in 
your prayers. Follow what is 
happening at www.freethekids.

The Haitian people con-
tinue to suffer greatly from 
the upheaval created by the 
January 12th earthquake. 
Our friends in Southern 
Haiti relate enormous 
stress created by the dis-
ruption of daily life in the 
aftermath of the destruc-
tion of the capital, as 
“business as usual”, as diffi-
cult as it was, may never be 
resored. Supply chains and 
almost all economic rela-
tionships and procedures 
are in disarray. Yet, people 
carry on with dignity,     
frequently praising God 
(“Bondye”) as they try to 
eke out a living, find food, 
shelter, and healthcare. 
Many, many more people 
and even other NGOs, 
churches, and other organi-
zations have been daily 
streaming into Pwoje Espwa 

asking for help. Our       
resources and staff are 

stretched to their limit. 

Many local families have 
been dealing with the addi-
tional burden of caring for 
relatives displaced by the 
earthquake. The following is 
from a CRS/Caritas report 
shared by Father Marc on 

his blog. 

In order to cope with the 
situation, a variety of strate-
gies have been adopted by 
households. All focus 
groups spoke of eating less 
by reducing the number of 
meals per day. The average 
number of meals per day 
post earthquake does not 
exceed 1.5 in any of the 
affected communes. Camp 
Perrin shows the most   
severe vulnerability in this 
sense, as families reported 
consuming only one meal 
per day. Reducing meals is 
the most common coping 
strategy. That is followed by 
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Bishop Steven Lane with
